Wycheproof Wanderers Bicycle Club Inc.

Brief History.

During the training rides and running of the 2007 Murray-to-Moyne charity event, a general groundswell started to form a bicycle club in Buloke Shire.

On 1st May, a public meeting was held to gauge the level of interest and establish the type of club to be formed.

This was followed by a second meeting on 23rd May where options were spelt out, and note was made of potential costs that would have to be met by the club. The overwhelming vote was to proceed along the Incorporation route, and so the work began, chasing Public Liability insurance cover, writing of a suitable Constitution for the club, and Incorporation requirements.

With the generous assistance of the Salvation Army “Living Waters” program (they paid Incorporation costs, the first year’s Insurance, and donated a significant number of bicycles), the Wycheproof Wanderers Bicycle Club became a formally Incorporated body in July 2007. Membership numbers swelled fairly rapidly to 38 members from Wycheproof and district, Donald, Birchip and Buckrabanyule.

The “Wanderers” can’t claim to be the first bicycle club in Wycheproof. Photographs held in the Wycheproof Historical Society’s collection include a couple of scenes from the early 1900s depicting riders and bicycles of that era. How times have changed.

Steam Train and Riders will travel different distances – Average speeds will be calculated at the end of the event and a “winning” time posted at the finish.

Finish will be opposite the Wycheproof Post Office on Broadway.

Cost of $10 per Rider – Steam Train travellers cost is included in fare.

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“King of the Mountain” Duathlon

Sunday 12th October 2008

Starts 09:00 at Centenary Park, Fairview Street side.

Begins with a 4km run, taking in the top of Mt Wycheproof, following the original King of the Mountain route.

Marshals will be placed along the route.

A bicycle leg of 13km follows, with an “out and back” route along the Boort Road to Millers Lane. The route takes in the South and North ends of the town “block”.

A marshal vehicle will be positioned at the turn-around point, and support vehicle will follow the last rider out.

The final leg is a 2km run along High St and following a route around the oval in the Recreation Reserve on the North side of town, re-tracing the route to the finish in O’Connor Street. Marshals will again be placed along the route.

Roads will NOT be closed for the event, so riders MUST obey all Road Rules.

Cost for the event is $10 per entrant.
