Local real estate agents also report receiving
many enquiries with callers pleasantly surprised at the low
cost of homes to purchase in Wycheproof with prices starting
at just $75,000.

Many applicants have been motivated to apply to the
program for the safe and close knit community Wycheproof
provides to children. Registered applicants have also been
invited to visit Wycheproof over the next two Saturdays to
experience the town at a grass roots level and the
Wycheproof-Narraport home games of footy, netball and
hockey.
