Buloke Council is seeking community comment on the
Rural Living Development Study. This document is at the Shire
Office for exhibition and comment. The study is intended to
identify areas for potential subdivision for small acreage
farmlets on the edges of the urban areas of the Shire with a
view to rezoning those areas for future planning.

W2010 was successful in gaining funding from the Central
Victorian Area Consultative Committee (CVACC). Around
$1650 is now earmarked for local projects including the Deb
Ball Photos project, printing WOT, and the development of a
banner for Wycheproof 2010.

We were very pleased with the announcement that the
Wycheproof Caravan Park will have a facelift and upgrade
with $60,000 committed to complete works there. W2010 is
encouraged by Buloke Council’s support of this project
which was identified as a community priority in the
Wycheproof Community Plan.

W2010 is to finalise the date for its Annual General
Meeting and it is expected to be held in August. At that
meeting the new name for the town forum will be voted on.
The community and W2010 members have chosen
Wycheproof VISION Inc. as the new name for the town
forum. This name exemplifies the group’s aim to be — a
vital, innovative, sustainable, and inclusive organisations
network.

W2010 members and the Wycheproof community have a
vision to take Wycheproof forward and with the drive of the
members of W2010 and the help of the community we will
succeed in sustainable growth for our town and district.

W2010 meetings are open to all residents of Wycheproof
and District held on the third Tuesday of each month at 7pm
at the Wycheproof Senior Citizen’s Rooms.

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Rebates explained

There are many rebates available to households offered by
the Victorian and Australian Governments.

There are several energy saving rebates on offer including:

e A rebate for the installation of solar hot water
systems; and

e A rebate for the installation of a photovoltaic
system, a solar electricity generation system for
households that can be connected to the
electricity grid. The rebate for this system is
now, since mid-May, subject to a means test
and is also linked with how much electricity
you currently use. To claim the rebate there
must be an application submitted for pre-
approval.

Information about these rebates is being offered at a
public meeting in Wycheproof on Tuesday 2 June at the Shire
Hall Supper Room at 6.30pm. Wycheproof 2010, the
Wycheproof Community Resource Centre and the
Wycheproof Environment Group are organising this meeting
which will have representatives from the State Solar Service,
Clear Solar , and McLennans Electrical.

There are also several water rebates that are linked to the
purchase of rainwater tanks and water saving devices.
